Consider if there is someone whom you need to forgive. 
Pray for the grace to forgive that person. 

Consider including thanksgiving for God’s forgiveness in your daily prayers. 
Jesus died for sinners on the cross. Consider what you are doing for 

those who are lost without Him. 
Jesus lived a sinless life. Approach each day with the attitude of being like Jesus. 
Pray for those who are incarcerated in prisons and those who minister there.
